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OC Board of Supervisors 

Accepts 20,000 acre Gift 

According to the OC Parks Newsroom on June 29th, the 

Orange County Board of  Supervisors voted  unanimously 

to accept a  gift of  historic proportions - 20,000 acres of 

protected open space donated by the Irvine Company  to  

the County  for  preservation  and guided  recreation. 
 

The  largest single donation of land to the County in its 

history, the Irvine Ranch Open Space gift increases OC 

Parks parkland by 50%, to 60,000 acres. Conservation  

efforts on the land will continue and Orange County     

residents and visitors can access it through a variety of     

programs and activities. 

The gift includes           

approximately 2,000 

acres that will become 

Black Star Canyon    

Wilderness Park.  For at 

least   three  years,  the  

Irvine Ranch Conser-

vancy will continue  to  

operate recreational  

programs and scientific 

research under a       

contract with OC Parks.  

Additionally, OC Parks 

Rangers will patrol the 

land.  

 

Park officials have    

assured the  county that 

they have sufficient 

funding and staff to  

handle the new park.
